Sanskrit – The Language of the Gods
Sanskrit is the original and oldest language of the world. It is the mother of all the languages and is the Dharmic language of the Hindus. It is the most perfectly grammatical and systematic language that has survived the longest period through history. Sanskrit script is known as Devanagri, translating, as the language of the gods. Hindi also uses the Devanagri script. Sanskrit forms the etymology of languages such as Greek and Latin as well!
Without Sanskrit we cannot truly know and understand our Sanatana Dharma.

Arabic is the language of the Quran. So, all Muslims irrespective of their countries, stock or race, say their prayers in Arabic. Besides, all other languages of Bharat (India) are ‘Bolis’ or dialects derived from ‘Prakrit’, a grammatically incorrect form of Sanskrit. They are not ‘Bhashas’ (or languages) but are the daughters of Hindi which is a Bhasha. However, nowadays, people refer to the Bolis as Bhashas due to differing scripts. Hindi, Gujarati and Bangla are some of the earliest daughters of Sanskrit, although Tamil is much more ancient than Hindi. Like other scripts of Bharat, Tamil too has sprung from Brahmi. Urdu and Hindustani have sprung from Hindi, both of which have a predominant prolific admixture of Persian and Arabic words. Hindi is spoken by the largest number of people in Bharat. Hindi is also understood by the largest number of people in non-Hindi speaking areas, and is the lingua franca of Bharat.   
However, the South Indian languages have a very strong affiliation with Sanskrit. The South has given us a number of Acharyas, including Acharya Shanker (popularly known as Shankeracharya), Ramanuj, Vallabh etc and many great scholars of Sanskrit. Any person ever to be decorated with the title of ‘Mahapandit’ and ‘Panditraj’ was Pandit Jagannath who was also from the South. They, therefore, cannot be inimical to Sanskrit. It is also said and believed that the South of India is the original land of the Vedas. In the hoary past it is here that Manu lived (from whom we get the Manu Smriti) and when the Kali Yuga (Age of Darkness) would come to a close, Kalki (the tenth incarnation of Lord Vishnu – one of the Trinity) would be born here as the son of a Brahmin with the mission of protecting the Vedas in the Tirunelveli region of the Dravid land.
